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The thesis title: Schools of thought in Hadramout , and their doctrinal
impact (Ibadism and Shiites as a model).

Abstract

The research covers the schools of thought which are a group of people
have the same thought (Ibadism and Shiites ) and the doctrinal effects that
resulted from them in Hadramout.

The research aimed to identify the general features of the origins of the two
sects (Ibadism and Shiites ) where the schools of thought in Hadramout
belong to them. The research depended on the historical, and descriptive
and analytical methods. The researcher studied the sects, their roots ,
doctrines, and figures. Then researcher analyzed this in a way that showed
the legitimacy, and he talked about the doctrinal impact until he has a
scientific research which achieves a doctrinal and social security.

The thesis consisted of an introduction , preface, two chapters, a
conclusion, and indexes.

The preface included a clarification of the research terms: schools of
thought, Hadramout , the doctrinal impact.

The first chapter : this chapter is about the Ibadism thought. It includes four
sections.

The first section: this section is about the features of Ibadism thought - its
origin, its name, its most important figures, and its doctrine.

The second section: this section is about the beginning of Ibadism thought
in Hadramout , and its most famous figures in Hadramout.

The third section: this section entitled "Is Ibadism of Hadramout
Kharijites?". There is a an overview of the origin of Kharijites, the most
prominent doctrines and attributes in this section. The section concluded to
clarify the agreement and disagreement between Ibadism and Kharijites .

The fourth section: this section is about the doctrinal impact of Ibadism in
Hadramout.
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The second chapter: it is about the Shiite thought. There are four sections in
this chapter:

The first section: the general Shiite thought , its definition , the beginning
of this thought, the stages of its development, and its most important
doctrine.

The second section: the beginning of Shi'ism in Hadhramaut , its sects , its
types, and the concept of Imamate Ahl al- Beit.

The third section: this section has a question: Are the Shiites of Hadramout
Rafida? It includes a clarification of the meaning of Rafid , the attitude of
Hadramout scholars towards it, and its most important leaders in
Hadhramaut.

The fourth section: It talks about the doctrinal impact which resulted from
Shi'ism in Hadhramaut.

The research has a number of results and recommendations that are written
in the conclusion of the research.

Some of these results are:

- The beginning of Ibadism thought in Hadhramaut was early, and it
was came to it from two sides:
A - Basra in Iraq . B - Oman because of the geographical proximity and
commercial exchange.

- The Ibadism ended in Hadramout in the late of the fifth century
AH, and some of its effects remained such as Tueimah , making
people hate the name of Ali , and making the day of A'ashura a
holiday.

- The Shiite sects tried to enter Hadramawt and corrupt the doctrine of
its people, but they failed.
-The scholars of Hadramout who affected by Shi'ism and its figures
were few.

- The reprehensible Shiism for Ahl al- Bayt , produced bad effects ,
such as exaggerating them , allocating them with some things that
are not in accordance with Sharia, reverence for their graves, saying
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that they are oppressed, and impugning those who disagree with
them even if they are companions of the prophet.
Some of the recommendations are:

1. To highlight the bad doctrinal effects that are left by Ibadism and
Shiites in Hadramout and warning from them.

2. Young people have to be protected especially from the destructive
ideas of Shiites and Kharijites, through classes and sermons in

mosques, schools, and scientific centers.
